Disguised as
a Taoist priest, Chu entered the walls of cities
occupied by the Mongols to hand out traditional
moon cakes to the locals. Moon cakes were
made with lotus nut paste, an ingredient that the
Mongols never liked. Knowing that the Mongols
would never taste a moon cake, Chu hid
messages inside them detailing his strategies to
rise against the Mongols. It is believed that the
first fortune cookies were born from this ancient
practice of hiding messages in moon cakes.

Fast forward to San Francisco in 1914, where
Japanese immigrant Makoto Hagiwara ran his
famous Japanese Tea Garden in Golden Gate Park.
After the anti-Japanese mayor of San Francisco
attempted to remove Hagiwara from his position,
Hagiwara showed his appreciation to friends

who stood by him by hiding well wishes inside

a cookie. Hagiwara's “fortune cookies” became

a staple at the Japanese Tea Garden.
